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Level the (b) mounting bracket over wiring
location and fasten (b) bracket with the
remaining (d) screws. Lining up the (d) mounting
screws with the engraved center lines provided
on the (b) bracket will allow you optimal
adjustability. The (b) mounting bracket is now in
place.

Connect the appropriate power source identified
in the Power and Wiring Guide (found in (f) PoE
splitter box).

To lock the Surface Mount in place, use the (e)
security tool provided to engage the security
locks. When the bezel is in landscape orientation,
the security holes are located on the top-right
and bottom-left of the bezel. Rotate the (e)
security tool counter-clockwise to engage the
locks, and clockwise to unlock the Surface Mount
(a) bezel from the (b) mounting bracket.
